How did Madinaty Cycling Team (MCT) start, and how
quickly has it expanded?

We started our activities as a team in June 2014, nearly

- 1009 seedless green grapes,
washed and halved

« 100g Greek yoghurt

« 1% teaspoon Dijon mustard
- 1 teaspoon cider vinegar

« Juice of 2 lemon

- Sea salt and freshly ground
black pepper

PREPARATION

Start by making the dressing; whisk together all the
ingredients in a small mixing bowl. Taste and adjust the
seasoning as necessary, adding a little more lemon juice
if required.
