How did it feel premiering In Camera at the Cairo
International Film Festival and representing the
film in your country?

It felt amazing! It’s this kind of film that | want to
present at a film festival. These films don'’t really get
the commercial push and festivals like CIFF are there
to help that and facilitate that. We had a full house and
it was filled with family, friends and colleagues. | felt
super grateful and lucky that | got to screen this film
that | had done abroad in Manchester and screen it
here in Egypt. It felt like kind of a homecoming. It's my
third time screening a film here and | always feel like |
want to bring things that | have done abroad here.

Yes. | do feel confident in what | love, in the choices that |
make, and yeah, | am very, very, passionate about what |
do. But | do think that our approaches are different, our
approaches towards people are different for sure.

In Camera has some intense audition scenes—can you
relate to Aden’s experience at the start of your career?

Oh my gosh, yes! | can totally relate to Aden’s process
completely. I've had people being like “can we try something
different? Can we do it with another accent?” And I'd be like
what accent? And they'd say “you know...Middle Eastern?”
I've had that many times. Also like people treating you in
auditions like basically you are not a human being and it
can be a very degrading process for sure. And it can be an
experience that makes you feel very small if you are not with
the right people, but also over time and experience you can
learn to say no and stand up for yourself. The industry can
make you feel like if you turn a foot wrong then you won't
work again, but you have more agency than you think. But
you learn that over time and through experience.

What has been the most pivotal moment in your career?

I've had a lot of I'd say, lily pads in my life, or cornerstones in
my life that changed things. The first thing is of course the
first movie | did in Egypt with Mohamed Henedy, and also
Limbo, my first lead role as an actor in the UK. Because | was
given a chance of going on as a lead man there, and that
was an incredible opportunity that opened a lot of doors for
me. But also the second casting directors started to see me
for someone else other than just my ethnicity. Giant, | would
say, is a film that is still yet to come out, but to be given that
opportunity to be a boxer, playing Naseem Hamed, who I am
a huge fan of, and to be working opposite Pierce Brosnan in
that film; I relish that opportunity for sure, and | worked hard
for it and am excited for people to see it.

What advice would you give young people trying to find
their place in today’s world?

I would say we're all in a similar boat. We're all figuring things
out as we go along; we never stop learning and discovering
things about ourselves. We are never going to be fully
completein that sense. But we can be complete inwardly and
that comes from patience and time and surrounding yourself
by good natured people and people who want your best
interest. It is very easy to get swiped in other things around
other than what you want, regardless if it's something to do
with the film and art industry. And that is why it's good to
have people around you that you can talk to.

Photographer Nor Khalid shares his experience of
growing up within the Al Rehab community, and
how it cemented his decision to purchase his own
home there.

Nor, how has growing up in Al
Rehab influenced your life?

| didn’t realize how much growing
up in Al Rehab had influenced
me until | was an adult. My
parents and | moved to Rehab
back in 2001, before there was
even a Souq or the Food Court.
Everything | did growing up
revolved around Al Rehab, the
school (The British School Al Rehab), the sports club where
my mother would take me to the pool every weekend, the
boxing academy and basketball courts with my friends, the
internet cafe at Mall 1 where my friends and | would meet
to play video games with each other, the sidewalks where |
would learn how to skateboard, the parking lots where my
friends and | would park our cars to listen to music and talk,
and all the relationships I have built with friends and family.
Living in a compound where everyone looks out for each
other gave me a sense of security and belonging, which |
carry into my personal and professional life. It’s influenced
my love for familiar spaces and for building meaningful
connections with others, both in my
neighborhood and in my work.

What are the benefits of being part of
aclose, established community from
early childhood?

One of the biggest benefits is the
sense of support you get from
neighbors, who often feel like
extended family. Being part of a
close community means that | had
a safe, nurturing environment to
grow up in, where people genuinely
care for each other.

It’s also great to have grown up with
friends who share the same roots,
creating lifelong bonds. Some of my
closest friendships go back to my
early childhood, formed right here in
Al Rehab.

Did the convenience of having your education right
on your doorstep give you more time for sports and
hobbies?

Absolutely. Not having to commute allowed me to spend
more time exploring interests beyond school, whether it was
trying out sports, picking up hobbies, or even just having
more downtime with friends. | think that extra time helped
me become more well-rounded and gave me the chance to
explore what | truly enjoyed.

| was able to participate in after school activities like the
school rugby team, chess, and be on the student council
head and house captain. | was able to learn to skateboard,
and play the guitar.

For the uninitiated, Mixed Martial Arts (MMA) is a full-
contact fighting sport based on striking and grappling,
incorporating techniques from various combat sports

from around the world. It has become increasingly more
popular since the early 20" century, in Japan, East Asia, and
Brazil. Its roots go back to 3rd century BC, where Roman
fighters were known as pankratiasts. There is also evidence
of similar mixed combat sports in ancient Egypt. In ancient
China, combat sport appeared in the form of Leitai, a no-
holds-barred mixed combat sport that combined Chinese
martial arts, boxing and wrestling.

Contemporary MMA can be traced back to the early 1900s
when a Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu master named Mitsuyo Maeda
immigrated to the United States. Maeda was a renowned
fighter who had trained with the Gracie family in Brazil and
had developed a new style of Jiu-Jitsu that emphasized
ground fighting and submissions. This resulted in the
founding of the Ultimate Fighting Championship (UFC)
promotion company in 1993. The company held an event
with almost no rules, mostly due to the attempt to replicate
mixed contests that existed in Brazil and Japan. MMA
promoters were eventually pressured to adopt additional
rules to increase competitors’ safety, to comply with sport
regulations and to broaden mainstream acceptance of

the sport. Following these changes, the sport has seen
increased popularity with a pay-per-view business that
rivals boxing and professional wrestling.

Bruce Lee popularized the concept of mixed
martial arts. UFC President Dana White
would call Lee the “father of mixed martial
arts” stating, “If you look at the way

Bruce Lee trained, the way he fought,

and many of the things he wrote, he
said the perfect style was no style.
You take a little something from
everything.

You take the good things from
every different discipline, use what
works, and you throw the rest
away".

MMA incorporates techniques from boxing, wrestling,

judo, jujitsu, karate, Muay Thai (Thai boxing), and other
disciplines. Training is physically demanding and requires
high levels of strength, endurance, flexibility, and agility.
Fighters must be in excellent physical condition to perform
at their best and avoid injury. The time you need to learn
MMA will depend on the amount of experience you have
had in the past. If you've already trained in some martial art,
you will be able to learn in two to three years. If you haven't
received any experience, you shouldn’t expect anything
less than five years.

- 1 large onion, chopped « 1 medium-sized

roughly chopped ground black pepper

Preparation

Put the onion, carrots, garlic, bay leaf, butter and half the
olive oil into a large pan. Cook over a low-medium heat for
about 10 minutes until the vegetables are tender but not
coloured. Add the squash and potato, mix to combine and
cook for a further 2 to3 minutes. Pour in the stock, season
well and bring to the boil. Reduce the heat to a gentle
simmer, half cover the pan with a lid and continue to cook
for about 40 minutes until the squash is really tender when
tested with the point of a knife.

Pick out the bay leaf and blend the soup until smooth using
a stick blender. Add the cream and a little more stock if the
soup is on the thick side, taste for seasoning, adding more
salt and pepper as required.

Meanwhile, heat the remaining oil in a frying pan over a
medium heat and add the pumpkin seeds and fry quickly
until the seeds start to pop. Remove from the pan. Ladle
the soup into bowls and serve with a swirl of cream and the
toasted pumpkin seeds.

Your dog needs a correctly fitted leash, collar or

harness so you have sufficient control without

impeding his comfort. Make sure you have an /‘
ID tag, with contact details. We recommend &
getting your pets microchipped as well, for :
easy tracing in case they wander off. Remember

that some people are nervous around animals,

especially small children, so avoid letting your dog get too
close.

It helps to check out new areas carefully, as M A
there could be other dogs that use the same

pathways, and they could be territorial about the

space. Anyone walking a dog on a leash should be strong
and confident enough to hold the dog and have him obey
basic commands.

Dogs
are protective by nature, and your pooch may become
defensive if he thinks you are under threat.

Check with your vet about the required
vaccinations. These are necessary for the
wellbeing of your pet, and the health of the
community.

No matter how much your dog adores you, he
is still capable of being naughty or defying
your will. Sometimes he may not be able b

to differentiate between harmless play and A /A\‘
misbehaviour. Obedience classes from an

early age will help in creating a bond of trust,

and showing who is in charge.
